THE EPSITLE LESSON: 1 Corinthians 15:12-23

Now if Christ is preached that He has been raised from the dead, how do
some among you say that there is no resurrection of the dead?**But if
there is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ is not risen. ** And if
Christ is not risen, then our preaching is empty and your faith isalso
empty. ®*Yes, and we are found fal se witnesses of God, because we have
testified of God that He raised up Christ, whom He did not raise up—if in
fact the dead do not rise. * For if the dead do not rise, then Christ is not
risen. ¥ And if Christ is not risen, your faithisfutile; you are still in your
sins! ¥ Then also those who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished.
¥1f in thislife only we have hopein Christ, we are of all men the most
pitiable. 2 But now Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the
firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. 2! For since by man came
death, by Man also came the resurrection of the dead. % For asin Adam
all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. 2 But each onein his
own order: Christ the firstfruits, afterward those who are Christ’s at His
coming.

THE GOSPEL LESSON: John 20:1-18

Now on the first day of the week Mary Magdalene went to the tomb
early, while it was still dark, and saw that the stone had been taken away
from the tomb. 2 Then she ran and came to Simon Peter, and to the other
disciple, whom Jesus loved, and said to them, “ They have taken away the
Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid Him.”

3 Peter therefore went out, and the other disciple, and were going to the
tomb. * So they both ran together, and the other disciple outran Peter and
came to the tomb first. ®* And he, stooping down and looking in, saw the
linen cloths lying there; yet he did not go in. ® Then Simon Peter came,




following him, and went into the tomb; and he saw the linen cloths lying
there, “and the handkerchief that had been around His head, not lying
with the linen cloths, but folded together in a place by itself. 8 Then the
other disciple, who came to the tomb first, went in also; and he saw and
believed. ° For as yet they did not know the Scripture, that He must rise
again from the dead. 1° Then the disciples went away again to their own
homes.

1 But Mary stood outside by the tomb weeping, and as she wept she
stooped down and looked into the tomb. *2 And she saw two angelsin
white sitting, one at the head and the other at the feet, where the body of
Jesus had lain. * Then they said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping?’
She said to them, " Because they have taken away my Lord, and | do not
know where they have laid Him.”

14 Now when she had said this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing
there, and did not know that it was Jesus. *° Jesus said to her, “Woman,
why are you weeping? Whom are you seeking?’

She, supposing Him to be the gardener, said to Him, “ Sir, if Y ou have
carried Him away, tell me where Y ou have laid Him, and | will take Him
away.”

16 Jesus said to her, “Mary!”

She turned and said to Him, “Rabboni!” (which isto say, Teacher).

7 Jesus said to her, “Do not cling to Me, for | have not yet ascended to
My Father; but go to My brethren and say to them, ‘1 am ascending to
My Father and your Father, and to My God and your God.””

8 Mary Magdalene came and told the disciples that she had seen the
Lord, and that He had spoken these things to her. (NKJV)

and came and rolled back the stone from the door, and sat on it. 3 His
countenance was like lightning, and his clothing as white as snow. 4 And
the guards shook for fear of him, and became like dead men. 5 But the
angel answered and said to the women, “Do not be afraid, for | know that
you seek Jesus who was crucified. 6 Heis not here; for Heisrisen, as He
said.

8 So they went out quickly from the tomb with fear and great joy, and ran
to bring His disciplesword. 9 And as they went to tell His disciples,
behold, Jesus met them, saying, “Rejoicel” So they came and held Him
by the feet and worshiped Him. 10 Then Jesus said to them, “Do not be
afraid. Go and tell My brethren to go to Galilee, and there they will see
Me.”
